A range cleaning, pre-cleaning and spot cleaning products are used to clean carpets, upholstery, curtains and soft furnishings. They are all individually labelled, contained in separate plastic bottles, and can be applied by hand, through spray equipment, or through cleaning machines depending as to their individual use.

Electrically powered cleaning equipment, vacuums and drying fans are used in the process.

Hand operated and pressurised spray equipment is used to apply some cleaning solutions, with all dilution and application rates listed on the bottles of the individual products.
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
